revolutionizes camping

Setting up a tent can be the most frustrating part of
a camping trip. And if you're trying to do it in the dark or
rain, the whole process can start your adventure off on
the wrong foot.

After seven years of research and work that
spanned four continents, a family of outdoor enthusiasts
from Canada, have revolutionized camping with the
invention of a pneumatic inflatable pole tent.

Their reasoning? To make a tent that would self
inflate and deflate with ease while retaining the best
technical features of standard poled tents.

AirZone tents use inflatable or pneumatic poles as
the support structure. The technology behind these sup-
ports is similar to that of an automobile or bicycle tire.
Each pneumatic pole contains an inner rubber tube cov-
ered by a tough and resistant woven marine polyester;
the same material that has been used for boat covers
for the last 30 years.

Many years were spent perfecting the pneumatic
pole technology to ensure their durability was that of any
standard poles. In recent tests by the company, a 53-
pound kayak was placed on top of the AirZone 2 tent,
which easily supported it's weight. They even drove a
vehicle over an inflated support in another test.

The company’s favorite durability test story is one

where they went camping with
a large, but friendly, Pitbull
German Shepherd cross. For
whatever reason, the dog was
left inside the tent on its own
for over two hours. Upon the
people’s return, they found the
dog was no longer in the tent,
even though the door had been
closed.

The walls and mesh windows were torn to shreds.
In fact, while exiting the tent, the dog had dragged it for
more than 200 feet through the bush, trees, branches
and whatever else stood in its way.

“Although we had lost a beautiful tent, we found the
tent supports were still fully intact and not damaged in
any way,” said Marc Turcot, vice president of AirZone
Recreation.

“In fact, we removed the wasted tent shell and
installed the supports on a new cne for further testing. *

AirZone tent supports are guaranteed for three
years. Should anything go wrong during the first year,
the supports are replaced no questions asked. During
the second and third year, they will replace the defective
support at cost.

“We still actively use one of our
first prototypes in demonstrations and
family camping trips which has been
inflated well over 2,000 times and counting,” said Turcot,
who added that the pneumatic supports should easily
last for a generation of camping.

AirZone does recommend that all owners carry a
spare support, because they were not designed to be
repairable.

“In order to make inflatable supports repairable, we
would have had to compromise on their quality and
dependability,” said Turcot.

“Instead, for the person who wants the ultimate
peace of mind, we offer a spare support that can be eas-
ily zipped into place.”

Each support is attached to the body of the tent
with zippers. In case of a rare accidental puncture, all
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
